As a faithful reader of the CMI
Novacast Inc. newsletter, you are now
about to become one of the first and
only, very privileged few to receive this
valuable information. While I am not
telling you that you may not share this
knowledge, you may choose to keep it to
yourself.

Located on the preheat oven and
on the main cooling system, unknown to
most folks, (since they can’t be seen
from the outside of the system), are two
foam filter inserts.They can be found
inside the base housing manifold, in the
cooling fan. Once sited, your job will be
to determine if the foam inserts are in
good condition. Are they dusty? Crusty?
Musty? Collapsed? Compressed?
Creased? Remove them, wash them, dry
them, and if they turn to dust anyway,
replace them! When you do this several
times per year, the system will continue
to chill and thrill at the appropriate rate
for you! If you don’t maintain these
foam filters, things could heat up a bit
more than you would like...

Do You Know How to... ?
Remove those nasty price labels

from a newly purchased item,
without destroying the piece itself?
This situation usually occurs, for
example, when you get a photograph
frame home from the store. The
price tag is pasted across the face of
your cute little kid!. Plus, if the label
on the plastic has been wet, or the
article has been stored where it was
hot or humid, the label becomes
even more difficult to remove. Here
are a couple of possible solutions to
try. My personal favorite is to use the
product known as WD-40®. Saturate
the label with the oil, and wait about
10 minutes. The label absorbs the
oil, and the adhesive can no longer
adhere to the surface. It is easily
removed with a paper towel. Wash
with soapy water to remove any oily
film. This seems to work on most
surfaces without damage. If WD-40®
is not available, you can try this
method. Dampen a small piece of
cloth, or the end of a cotton swab
stick, in dry-cleaning fluid. Allow the
fluid to remain on the label only long
enough to allow the label to be
rubbed off. Wipe away any excess
fluid immediately, and then wash

NOT ALLOW FLUID TO REMAIN ON THE
PLASTIC SURFACE VERY LONG, AS IT
WILL DULL THE FINISH OF THE
PLASTIC.)
