Same Cheery Voice, New Chatty Name! 
Our fine office manager, Carole, is going by 

a new name these days! No, she’s not in the witness 
protection program, and she’s not using an alias. 
She recently got married! You may now call her 
Mrs. Gampetro, if you please. However, she still 
answers to Carole with the same laughter and joy in 
her voice as usual, so no matter which name you 
choose, please say hello to her the next time you 
ring us up! 
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Just in time for a few more summer picnics 
here in the northern hemisphere, this ought to 
quench a few thirsts!  

Let me know if you try it. I intend to see how 
it turns out, since I love Ginger Ale Pop . Or do you 
call it soda? 

1 ½ C sliced fresh ginger, unpeeled 
1 ½ C sugar 
1 ½ C water 
½ C fresh lemon juice 
2 pt. club soda, or plain seltzer, chilled 
Combine ginger, sugar and water in a 

medium saucepan and bring to a boil, stirring to 
dissolve sugar. Lower heat and simmer mixture 
about 15 minutes, or until it reaches the 
consistency of pancake syrup (yields about 1C 
syrup).  Strain syrup, and cool to room temperature. 
Stir in lemon juice. Place 2 tbsp syrup in 8 oz. glass 
and fill ¾ full with club soda. Gently stir to blend. 
Add ice and more club soda or syrup to taste if 
necessary. Makes 8 glasses.
